Story Before Bed lets users record audio and video of themselves
reading children’s stories, synchronized to the pages of an onscreen
book.

Readers choose a story from the rapidly expanding library of more thanr

a story is free, and the service charges $6.99 if the user chooses to save
the recording and forward the story link to its intended audience. Adding
blanket-top convenience to its service, A Story Before Bed recently
launched an iPad app for viewing recorded stories.
